Hanafi highlichted that the leadership and
officials of the Islamic Emirate are fully
commiitted to providing essential services and
facilities to all citizens. He emphasized that they
will spare no effortin fulfilling this commitment.
As the Deputy Prime Minister and Chairman
of the High Commission for Addressing
Refugee Issues, Mawlawi Hanafi condemned
the recent forced expulsions of Afghan
refugees by certain neighboring countries,
calling it a violation of good neighborly
relations and international laws. He assured
that the Islamic Emirate will utilize all available
resources to support returning Afghan
refugees, ensuring they lead dignified lives upon
their return to their home provinces and
districts.

In his remarks, Deputy Prime Minister Hanafi
also appealed to Afghan citizens, national
traders, and charitable individuals, both within
the country and abroad, to fulfill their religious
and humanitarian responsibilities.

The Chairman of the High Commission
raised serious concerns regarding the forced
Afghan  refugees by
neighboring countries, stressing that such
unprincipled removals and mistreatment must
come to an immediate end. He further called

deportation  of

on international organizations to fulfill their
responsibilities in safeguarding refugee rights.
In addition, he appealed to Afghan citizens
and national entrepreneurs, both within the
country and abroad, to stand in solidarity with
displaced compatriots by providing ongoing
support during this critical period.

Hanafi highlighted the deep historical, cultural,
social, and religious ties between the people of
Afghanistan and Pakistan. He warned that the
forced expulsion and harassment of refugees
would undermine bilateral relations. He urged
Pakistani religious scholars, political leaders,
and civil society to fulfill their moral
obligations and ensure humane treatment of
Afghan refugees.

The delegation, led by the High Commission
for Addressing Refugee Issues, undertook this
field wvisit to evaluate the humanitarian
situation and challenges faced by returnees.
Following  their  assessment,  relevant
committees were assigned the responsibility
of urgently responding to the needs and
concerns of the affected population.

It is also worth noting that during this visit,
the newly established Qasimabad Township—
covering approximately 3,000 jeribs of land
and capable of housing more than 4,000
refugee families—was officially inaugurated.
The township will provide housing plots to
eligible and deserving families. #

The Islamic Emirate:
Transforming Challenges into
a Vision for the Future

With the re-establishment of the Islamic Emirate in August 2021, the regime has endeavored to
establish a governmental structure based on Islamic values and the principles of Sharia law.
Despite facing numerous economic and political challenges, the Islamic Emirate has achieved
significant reforms in several areas, including ensuring national security and public order,
combating corruption, establishing an Islamic judicial system, managing the economy and finances,
enhancing diplomatic relations, expanding agriculture and trade, and organizing humanitarian aid
efforts.
