distribution has begun for more than 87,000
returnee families. In terms of housing
projects, the ministry reported the completion
of the first phase of the Qatar Housing
Project in District 5 of Kabul city, while the
1,400-unit Nile Bagh project in Darulaman
has reached 35% completion.

As part of the “Program for Presenting the One-Year Achievements of the State Institutions,”
officials from the Ministry of Industry and Commerce held a press conference at the
Government Media and Information Center, where they presented a comprehensive report on
the ministry’s performance during the past year.

According to the officials, notable achievements include the ratification of the Industrial Zones
Law, approval of a procedure to facilitate services for returning traders and industrialists by the
Supreme Leader of the Islamic Emirate, allocation of more than 160,000 jeribs of land for
industrial use, establishment of industrial parks across the country, and the completion of
infrastructure projects such as the fourth phase of the power distribution system in the Herat
Industrial Township.

Officials stated that Afghanistan’s trade has expanded to over 100 countries worldwide, the
trade volume has reached approximately USD 13 billion, and more than 8 million metric tons
of goods have been transited through Afghanistan.

The ministry has also attracted around USD 400 million in investment, creating new
opportunities for both domestic and foreign investors. The arrival of more than 2,000 investors
through Kabul International Airport and other official entry points reflects growing investor
confidence in Afghanistan’s economic environment...ContP#4

As part of the “Program for Presenting the
One-Year Achievements of the State
Institutions,” officials from the National
Examination Authority presented a detailed
report on the institution’s performance during
the past year.

Throughout the year, a total of 70 major and
minor group examinations were conducted at
both central and provincial levels, with more
than 210,000 candidates participating. For the
first time, online distribution of Kankor
(university entrance) registration forms was
implemented, 40,000 new and standardized
questions were added to the question bank,
and examinations were successfully held in 40
designated centers across the country.
Officials emphasized that the introduction of
biometric systems has enhanced transparency,
a dedicated complaint-handling mechanism
has been established, and both result
announcements and access to complaint
procedures have been streamlined.

...According to the ministry, 27 domestic
exhibitions were held over the past year, and
Afghan products and goods were showcased
and marketed in 17 regional and international
expos. Furthermore, to strengthen trade and
economic relations, the ministry signed 16
cooperation  agreements with  various
counttries.

In addition, high-level officials from the
Ministry of Industry
undertook official visits to Russia, China,
Turkey, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Pakistan,

and Iran, and appointed four commercial

attachés abroad, taking concrete steps to

enhance economic cooperation, trade
relations, and investment attraction.

Officials reported that a total of 20,806
business licenses were issued across various
sectors during the past year, 85 development

projects were implemented in 28 provinces,

provided for more than 142,000 individuals.
To support domestic production, the import
tariffs on similar foreign goods in 34 sectors
were increased, while preferential tariffs were
granted for the import of 1,176 units of
industrial machinery and 2.7 million metric
tons of raw materials.

Looking ahead, the Ministry of Industry and
Commerce has outlined an ambitious plan to
strengthen and grow Afghanistan’s economy.
These plans include a 10% increase in Gross
Domestic Product (GDP), a 10% growth in
trade volume, a 25% increase in exports,
attracting USD 500 million in investment,
and the creation of over 100,000 new jobs.
Future plans also include establishing 50
cold storage facilities in various provinces,
activating 13 industrial parks, organizing 52
national and international exhibitions, and
developing export complexes at border

and  employment opportunities  were crossings. #

...having prevented 3,826 cases of unauthorized construction. The ministry has also maintained
consistent supervision over the construction of government buildings, including administrative
offices, schools, and mosques.

Other notable activities include designing over 300 architectural plans for schools, mosques, and
healthcare facilities; conducting surveys of historical sites in several provinces including Kabul,
Herat, Balkh, Kandahar, and Ghazni; cooperating with UNESCO and the Aga Khan Foundation
in the preservation of historical monuments; and developing procedures for engineering design,
urban violations, and plot sales in New Kabul.

Key priorities for the year 1404 (Solar Hijri) include, launching the second phase of the Qatar
Housing Project, completing the Nile Bagh Housing Project in Kabul, finalizing detailed plans for
migrant townships, designing infrastructure plans for 15 projects, clarifying urban property
ownership, and reviewing strategic development frameworks (SDF) for 10 provinces. #

National Standards Authority: 949
Standards and 6 National...

According to the officials, the process of drafting national standards is being carried out in
accordance with internationally recognized principles and in line with the guidelines of the
International Organization for Standardization (ISO).

Based on the data shared, the NSA’s technical committees have, since the beginning of operations,
drafted a total of 949 standards and 6 national building codes, taking into account Afghanistan’s
geographical, climatic, environmental, economic, and cultural conditions.

In the past year alone, 64 standards and 164 testing methods were approved by the High Standards
Council, 264 draft standards and test methods were prepared, and 1,121 standards and 133
building codes were distributed to government institutions and the private sector.

In the area of international cooperation, the NSA has taken significant steps to strengthen
partnerships and exchange expertise with peer organizations globally. Notable initiatives include,
drafting technical cooperation agreements with the Republic of Uzbekistan and the National
Standards Organization of the Islamic Republic of Iran, active participation in the annual meeting
of the Metrology Committee of the Standards and Metrology Institute for Islamic Countries
(SMIIC), reinstatement of Afghanistan’s ISO membership, expansion of cooperation with ISO,
and acquisition of 120 technical standards in the fields of construction, environment, food, and
agriculture from ISO and SMIIC.

In addition, the NSA undertook essential actions to ensure standardization, quality control, and
compliance monitoring throughout the country.

Moreover, the NSA sent 332 samples of construction materials, 184 textile samples, and 168
electrical equipment samples to its laboratories, and shared the test results with relevant authorities.
Officials further reported that over the past year, the NSA made meaningful progress in developing
metrology infrastructure, equipping laboratories, and enhancing technical capacity in accordance
with the global metrology system.

In accordance with Decree No. 998 issued by the esteemed Amir al-Mu’minin (may Allah protect
him), the process of allocating five jeribs of land for the construction of standardization facilities
at various border points is underway. Protocols for land transfers have already been signed in the
provinces of Khost, Farah, Nangarhar, Takhar, Herat, and Paktia, with further progress ongoing
in other border areas. #
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Ministry of Economy: Draft of
Afghanistan’s National Development...

..has finalized the draft of Afghanistan’s National Development Strategy aimed at improving
development management across the country. In addition to this strategic milestone, the ministry
has undertaken various activities related to monitoring, evaluation, and reporting on the
implementation of development projects.

Officials stated that the five-year development strategy includes key goals such as economic
growth, job creation, poverty reduction, infrastructure development, private sector support, and
environmental protection. The strategy is structured around 3 main goals, 10 sub-goals, 3 pillars,
and 15 national programs.

The Ministry also reported that over the past year, 370 development projects at the level of
budgetary units and 873 sub-projects at the provincial level were monitored, and reports were
submitted to relevant authorities.

Furthermore, 140 domestic and 6 international organizations were granted operational licenses
after approval by the High Evaluation Commission, bringing the total number of active non-
government organizations in the country to 2,640.

In addition, the ministry introduced a total of 1,619 projects across various sectors to its secondary
units. Of these, 1,311 projects were completed through domestic organizations and 605 projects
through international organizations, with a total budget of $695.7 million USD.

To ensure transpatency and avoid delays in project execution, the ministry also developed new
digital systems for project monitoring and evaluation.

As part of the High Commission for Refugee Affairs, the Ministry of Economy has been
responsible for coordination the mobilization of both domestic and international aid. By preparing
targeted procedures, the ministry has organized aid contributions from government bodies,
national businessmen, community leaders, and philanthropists.

In collaboration with the Ministry of Refugees and Repatriation, 201 projects worth $37.8 million
USD were implemented last year through both domestic and international organizations.
Looking ahead to the 1404 solar year, the ministry has outlined a total of 43 planned activities, of
which 37 are already underway.

Officials reiterated that the five-year development strategy is designed to guide national growth
through economic development, job creation, poverty alleviation, infrastructure expansion,
private sector empowerment, and environmental sustainability. This strategy is organized into a
framework of 3 main goals, 10 sub-goals, 3 pillars, and 15 national programs. #

Kabul Municipality: Multiple

According to the information, the municipality implemented a range of infrastructure projects
using internal budget resources over the past year. These include the construction of 83.85
kilometers of main and secondary roads, survey and design of 86.05 kilometers of roads, and
10.34 kilometers of drainage canals.

Officials stated that in order to maintain cleanliness, greenery, and environmental health in the
city, 455,772 tons of waste, 38,788 cubic meters of sewage, and 15,089 cubic meters of excess
water were collected and removed from various districts of Kabul.

In the area of environmental health, the municipality collected 234,498 kilograms of expired and
substandard goods, and 188,588 kilograms of spoiled food items were destroyed.

In terms of construction monitoring and control, 3,084 inspection visits were conducted for 501
buildings across Kabul city. Construction of 129 illegal buildings was halted, and 3,303 violations
were registered in the system.

According to municipal data, in the area of public utility projects, the Kabul Municipality
expropriated 1,086 properties over the past year and paid more than 1.7 billion Afghanis in
compensation to property owners.

Other notable activities carried out last year include, beautification and renovation of major
intersections such as Nasir Khusraw and Sarwar-e-Kainat, reconstruction of city fountains,
construction of a library, museum, and monument, rehabilitation of the Baghcha-e-Kabul (Kabul
Garden), building of a prayer space and library in Alawuddin Park, and renovation of three
funeral halls. #

materials.
