Japan Allocates $1 Million in Humanitarian
Aid for Earthquake-Affected Communities...

..The Government of Japan has announced that, in

response to the recent earthquakes in eastern
Afghanistan, it will provide urgent humanitarian
assistance totaling $1 million USD through international
relief organizations. The aid will be delivered to affected
populations via the World Food Programme (WEP)
and the International Federation of Red Cross and Red
Crescent Societies (IFRC).

In an official statement, the Embassy of Japan in
Afghanistan highlighted that the assistance has been
mobilized immediately to meet the critical needs of
earthquake-affected communities.

The recent seismic events in eastern provinces of
Afghanistan have resulted in numerous casualties and

injuries, as well as extensive damage to residential
properties and local infrastructure. Consequently, many
families have been rendered homeless and are in urgent
need of emergency support.

Restitution of
Approximately
Four Million

Jeribs of Land
Nationwide

The Commission for the Prevention of Land Grabbing
and the Restitution of Grabbed Lands has announced
that neatly four million jeribs of land across Afghanistan
have been restituted and returned to their rightful and
legal owners.

Commission officials reported that the majority of these

lands are located in the provinces of Jawzjan, Maidan
Wardak, Kunduz, Sar-e-Pul, Nangarhar, Badghis, and
Kabul. These lands are now available for infrastructure
development and the implementation of key projects of
public interest.

Barkatullah Rasouli, spokesperson for the Ministry of
Justice, emphasized that since the establishment of the
commission, over 3,930,000 jeribs of land have been
restored to the state and the public following
comprehensive verification and assessment. Experts
note that this major achievement not only protects
citizens’ property rights but also serves as a catalyst for
economic development, encourages private investment,
facilitates the execution of national projects, and instills
renewed hope for a prosperous future in Afghanistan. #
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
