Editorial

Panjshir Achieves
Energy Milestone
with Paranda Dam

Panjshir Province, renowned for its breathtaking
natural landscape, mountainous terrain, and
historical significance, has long been counted
among Afghanistan’s most prominent regions. Yet,
despite its many strengths, the chronic shortage of
electricity hindered social and economic progress
for decades. For nearly half a century, the absence
of reliable energy forced residents to rely on
firewood and fossil fuels;a practice that accelerated
deforestation and intensified environmental
pollution. The situation demanded transformative
change.

The Paranda Hydropower Dam was conceptualized
as a direct response to this necessity. With a
generation capacity of 4 megawatts, the dam not
only introduces a sustainable and renewable
energy source but also contributes significantly to
environmental  conservation by  reducing
dependence on wood and other non-renewable
fuels.

Beyond energy generation, the Paranda Dam
serves as a catalyst for broader socio-economic
transformation.Access to electricity is foundational
for the functioning of schools, clinics, commercial
activities, and small-scale household industries.
When reliable power becomes available,
educational quality improves, healthcare services
strengthen, and local businesses grow. In effect,
electricity translates into increased economic
empowerment and an improved quality of life for
the residents of Panjshir.

Equally important is the meaningful involvement of
local communities in the project. Job creation
during the construction phase enhanced economic
stability and fostered community ownership over
the project;a crucial element in ensuring the long-
term sustainability of development initiatives.
However, for large infrastructure projects such as
this, transparency remains essential. Strengthening
systems for resource management, procurement,
monitoring, and accountability helps prevent

...According to the ministry, in the past four years, a total
of 1,130 educational buildings have been renovated or
constructed. With this year’s additions, the total rises to
1,315 buildings. Since the return of the Islamic Emirate,
approximately 3,524 educational facilities have been
repaired or rebuilt across the country.

.in an Islamic society and constitute fundamental
objectives of the Islamic governance system.

Mawlavi Abdul Salam Hanafi, stated that, by the grace of
Allah, the phase of struggle against foreign occupation
has come to an end, and the current phase is one of
governance and safeguarding the Islamic system. He
stressed that officials must make every effort to strengthen
the system and ensure the rights of all citizens.
Addressing the officials of the concerned ministry, he
highlighted the gravity of their responsibilities and urged
them to intensify their efforts in promoting virtue and
preventing wrongdoing, while treating the public with
kindness, respect, and professionalism.

He also referred to the widespread damage caused by
decades of war and noted that, following the establishment
of the Islamic Emirate, nationwide security has been
restored, administrative corruption has been eliminated,
and development projects are currently being implemented
across the country. Furthermore, he addressed the issue of
the return of migrants from neighboring countries, stating
that many had migrated to protect their faith, dignity, and
honor. He expressed concern that despite holding legal
documentation, many have been forcibly deported. He
added that the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan has
established a dedicated commission to manage the return
process and has taken necessary measures to ensure that
returnees are able to live in their homeland with dignity.

273 Mental Health
Patients Transferred
to Afghan Red...

..a nation cannot effectively advance in areas such as
technology or safeguard its independence and national
dignity. Mawlavi Abdul Salam Hanafi underscored that
Afghanistan, after half a century, is experiencing security
and stability under the Islamic Emirate. He highlighted
key achievements, including the elimination of
administrative corruption, the prohibition of narcotics
cultivation, trafficking, trade, and use, and the collection
of  addicts—describing  these as  significant
accomplishments for the Afghan nation.

The Deputy PM reaffirmed the Islamic Emirate’s strong
commitment to supporting investment and stated that
the government is fully prepared to provide all necessary
facilities and incentives for traders and investors.

He discussed the strategic importance of investing in
sectors such as mining, energy, transportation,
communications, and other industries. He stressed that
domestic production is crucial for economic growth, job
creation, self-sufficiency, and the development of
national talents. Supporting local production strengthens
the national economy and reduces reliance on imported
goods. Furthermore, he explained that promoting
domestic production leads to economic growth, increases
national revenue, mitigates economic vulnerability,
enhances exports, establishes banking and trade facilities,
develops electronic trading systems, strengthens
infrastructure, ensures reliable energy supply in factories
and industrial parks, and creates numerous employment
opportunities, thereby reducing national dependency on
foreign resources.

Mawlavi Abdul Salam Hanafi called on national traders
and investors to focus on the quality of their products,
particularly in the food and pharmaceutical sectors. He
also addressed the return of migrants from neighboring
countries and the financial and human losses caused by
recent natural disasters, urging traders, philanthropists,
and the Afghan public to provide support according to
their capacity.

In conclusion, the Deputy Prime Minister emphasized
that the Islamic Emirate seeks constructive and respectful
relations with all neighboring countries and the
international community. He stated that all issues should
be resolved through dialogue and negotiation, noting
that war benefits no party.

152 Development
Projects Completed
and Handed...

..Under the oversight of the Provincial Directorate of
Rural Rehabilitation and Development, a total of 152
diverse development projects have been completed and
formally handed over in 144 villages of Sherzad District,
Nangarhar Province. The projects, with a total cost of
147.8 million Afghanis, were financed by the World Bank
and implemented with technical support from the
DACAAR Organization.

According to the official statement, the projects
encompassed the construction of 88 rural roads with
gravel surfaces, 3,525 meters of concrete roads, 66
irrigation canals, 162 culverts, 2,873 meters of retaining
walls, 7,745 meters of new roads, and the cleaning of
137,498 meters of irrigation channels.

The report further emphasized that the completion of
these projects has enabled the irrigation of thousands of
jeribs of agricultural land, significantly improving
agricultural productivity and local livelihoods.

...nebulizers, wheelchairs, oxygen generators, surgical
instruments, and other essential medical tools.

In Logar Province, 83 types of medicines, worth 11.5
million Afghanis, were distributed to healthcare centers
serving nomadic communities. These supplies were
provided with financial support from international
organizations and coordinated through the Ministry of
Public Health.

Similarly, in Badghis Province, medical and non-medical
assistance valued at approximately six million Afghanis
was delivered to 54 health centers. The supportincluded
medical equipment, clothing, furniture, winter fuel
supplies, and cleaning materials, provided by UNICER
Health sector officials emphasized that these
interventions will strengthen the provision of high-
quality healthcare services and improve access to
emergency medical care for residents of remote areas.
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
