Pharmaceutical
Factories in Herat
Produce Over...

...Muhammad Nasir Amin, Head of the Herat Chamber
of Industries and Mines and Deputy of the Afghanistan
Pharmacists Association, stated that more than ten
pharmaceutical factories in Herat produce over 1,000
types of medicines, meeting a significant portion of
patients’ needs.

Several pharmacy owners in Herat noted that locally
manufactured medicines now meet acceptable quality
standards, and people are increasingly relying on them
with confidence. They added that domestic medicines
are gradually replacing foreign products, particularly
those imported from Pakistan, and that the market for
local medicines in Herat is expanding steadily.

This development comes as the Islamic Emirate has
granted traders across the country a three-month period

to settle accounts for Pakistani medicines. After this
period, the sale of such medicines will be prohibited.

Construction of
First 30 km
Segment of Sar-e-
Pul-Faryab
Highway Begins

The construction of Lot 1 of the 30-kilometer Sar-e-
Pul-Faryab highway; valued at more than 1.25 billion
Afghanis; was officially launched by Mawlawi Abdul
Karim Fateh, Technical Deputy Minister of Public
Works, in the presence of local authorities.

This project, which forms part of Afghanistan’s national
ring road, has been undertaken due to the significant
economic and social importance of the route. According
to the plan, construction of this lot will be completed
within 32 months.

Throughout the implementation process, employment
opportunities will be created for local residents. Upon
completion, transportation challenges for the people of
Faryab and Sar-e-Pul provinces will be reduced, and the
transfer of commercial goods and agricultural products
will be further facilitated.

Panjshir
Commissioned

The Directorate of Rural Rehabilitation and Development
(DRRD) in Panjshir province has announced the
completion and commissioning of five safe drinking
water projects in the province.
