Qadis Dam:A New
Story of Hope and

Badghis, renowned for its strong winds and natural
beauty, has long faced significant challenges related to
water scarcity.

(MRRD) is actively implementing major long-term
development projects across Afghanistan, and the
Qadis Dam in Qadis District holds particular
significance. Located approximately 70 kilometers
from the provincial center, Qala-e-Naw, the dam
spans the Qadis River and plays a vital role in local
water resource management. In addition to mitigating
flood risks, it supports agricultural irrigation and
livestock needs.

The dam has a water storage capacity of nearly three
million cubic meters and is constructed at a height of
32 meters.The project, funded through the MRRD’s
development budget at a cost of approximately USD
[2.5 million, represents a positive step toward
national economic self-sufficiency and sustainable
project financing. Currently, construction is more
than 60 percent complete, reflecting efficient
management and rapid progress. Upon completion,
the dam will irrigate approximately 1,400 hectares of
farmland, increase agricultural production, and
enhance livestock development.

The Qadis Dam is more than just a water storage
facility; it is a promise of improved livelihoods for
farmers, herders, and rural communities in Badghis.
Once operational, it will provide sustainable water to
thousands of families and open new avenues for
agricultural, livestock, and economic development.

...The ninth reinforcement lot of Yatim Tapa in Darqad
District of Takhar Province; rehabilitation of the runway
at Ghor Airport; award of operation and maintenance
contracts for Kabul International Airport; construction
of more than 17 kilometers of the Dahn-e-Ghori road in
Baghlan; construction of the Zargarano—Gardez City
road in Paktika; procurement of mining equipment for
the Northern Coal Enterprise; procurement of required
vehicles for the Afghan Tour State-owned Enterprise;
construction and installation of substations from

Paltuni Dam in
Paktika Province

Reaches 25%
Completion

The Paltuni Dam is one of the major and strategic
projects of the Ministry of Water and Energy, located
in Paktika Province. The dam is designed with a height
of 41.2 meters and a storage capacity of 25 million cubic
meters of water. Its primary objectives include effective
water resource management, irrigation of agricultural
land, reduction of flood-related damage, and energy
generation. Upon completion, the dam will irrigate
approximately 25,000 hectares of agricultural land,
significantly enhancing Paktika’s agricultural production
capacity. In addition, the facility will generate up to 1
megawatt of electricity, meeting a considerable portion
of the local population’s energy needs and contributing
to the expansion of regional economic activities. The
Paltuni Dam is not only important for water storage but
also plays a vital role in flood control, groundwater
recharge, and supporting economic development. To
date, 25% of the construction work has been completed,
and hundreds of citizens have gained direct employment
through the project.

The construction of a modern cargo terminal in Daman
District of Kandahar Province is progressing rapidly, as
part of efforts to strengthen the transport sector and
create enhanced commercial facilities.

The terminal, which is being built on 582 jeribs of land
at a cost exceeding 502 million Afghanis, is expected to
be completed within a three-year period.

The project includes the construction of the main
terminal building, organized parking areas for heavy
cargo vehicles, internal roads, electricity and water
supply networks, administrative offices for transport
companies, a dedicated facility for fire-fighting
equipment and personnel, and other
infrastructure. Officials stated that upon completion,
