Humanitarian

The recent airstrikes carried out by the Pakistani
military regime against Afghanistan’s national
airspace once again constitute a clear violation of
the principles of good neighborliness and
international law.Targeting civilian areas in Nangarhar
and Paktika provinces; including a religious madrasa
and numerous residential homes; resulted in the
martyrdom and injury of dozens of innocent
citizens, including women and children. This act is
not merely a security transgression, but also a
humanitarian crime.

Attacks on civilian targets and religious institutions
have no legal, political, or military justification. Such
actions only expand the cycle of violence,undermine
regional stability, and weaken the atmosphere of
trust among nations. The continuation of these
repeated aggressions demonstrates that expansionist
policies are not a solution to disputes; rather, they
generate further crises and instability.

In its official statement, the Ministry of National
Defense of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan
strongly condemned these strikes, describing them
as contrary to international norms, Islamic values,
and the principles of mutual respect. The Ministry
emphasized that safeguarding the country’s
sovereignty and ensuring the security of its people
are both a religious and national duty and
responsibility, and that any act of aggression will be
met at an appropriate time with a measured and
calculated response.

Afghanistan remains committed to relations founded
on mutual respect, non-interference, and good
neighborliness. However, this commitment should
never be interpreted as a sign of weakness in
defending national sovereignty. The country’s
independence and territorial integrity are red lines
that must be respected.

Attacks on civilians and religious centers are not a
sign of strength, but rather clear evidence of the
Pakistani military’s intelligence and security failures.
Such actions cannot conceal their internal
shortcomings, nor can they generate legitimacy at
the regional level.

Throughout its history, the Afghan nation has shown
that defending its sovereignty, independence, and
cherished values is not only its right but also a
sacred national duty. Any act of aggression against
Afghanistan only serves to deepen the unity and
brotherhood of its people, rather than instill fear or
compel surrender.

According to reports, in the village of Gardi Kach in
Behsud district of Nangarhar, approximately 20
members of a single family; including women and
children; were martyred, and several others were injured
as a result of the attack.

In a statement, the International Human Rights
Foundation described Pakistan’s strikes as deeply
concerning,

The statement read: “Attacks that target civilians
constitute a clear violation of international humanitarian
law. There is no justification for the killing of an entire
family, particularly newborn children.”

The foundation called for immediate, independent, and
transparent international investigations into the
airstrikes and stressed that those who ordered and
carried out the attacks must be held accountable.

The International Human Rights Foundation further
added: “We express our solidarity and sympathy with
the Afghan people and call for the protection of
civilians’ rights and respect for human life.”

Abdul Salam Jawad Akhundzada, spokesperson for the
Ministry, stated that Afghan saffron was exported to India,
Spain, Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, the United
States, Canada, the United Kingdom, Italy, Turkey, and
Oman.

The Herat Chamber of Agriculture and Livestock
attributes this growth to the expansion of saffron
cultivation and the product’s high quality. Officials noted
that Afghan saffron has ranked first for several consecutive
years in international evaluations in terms of taste, color,
and quality. In January of this year, Afghan saffron was
awarded the title of the world’s highest-quality saffron for
the tenth consecutive year by the International Taste
Institute in Brussels, Belgium. The competition was held
among the four major saffron-producing countries:
Afghanistan, Iran, Spain, and Greece.

..since the beginning of the fiscal year (1404 S.H),
construction of two school buildings has reached 40
percent completion. In addition, the rehabilitation of
19 schools and three religious seminaries has been
completed and the facilities are now in use by students.
According to Basharat, the rehabilitation projects cost
more than 5.5 million Afghanis, funded through the
development budget of the Ministry of Education.

He further stated that construction of two additional
schools in Firozkoh city is nearing completion at a cost
of USD 581,000, with financial support from UNHCR.
Moteover, three other schools have been constructed
by local communities. He added that these initiatives
play a significant role in improving educational
infrastructure, facilitating access to education, and
enhancing the overall quality of instruction.

It is noteworthy that Ghor Province has more than
1,400 schools and religious seminaries, many of which
operate in outdated facilities or lack proper buildings.

A second proposal for constructing a five-story
commercial market with 79 shops in the third district of
Jawzjan Province was also approved. In addition, a
proposal to install screens on urban taxis for broadcasting
commercial, religious, social, and official advertisements
was discussed. The designated committee was tasked
with conducting a comprehensive assessment and
presenting its findings to the Investment Committee.

Humanitarian Relief Reaches 2,600
Families in Samangan

According to Bakhtar News Agency, Mawlavi Ehsanullah Ehsan, Head of Natural Disaster Preparedness in Samangan
Province, stated that food assistance has been distributed to 2,600 vulnerable families in Khulm district of the province.
He noted that the assistance was provided under a memorandum of understanding signed between the National Disaster
Preparedness Authority and the ASIO organization, with funding from the World Food Programme (WEP).

Each family received one 50-kg sack of flour, 6.26 kg of chickpeas, 4.55 liters of cooking oil, half a kilogram of salt, and

1.5 kg of fortified food items.

He stated that the objective of this initiative is to support vulnerable families, alleviate livelihood challenges, and assist

those in need amid difficult economic conditions. Officials also expressed appreciation for the continued cooperation of

partner and donor institutions and emphasized the importance of sustaining such humanitarian programs.
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
