Plan for Gulbahar Residential and

Commercial Township Approved in
Principle

A meeting was held, under the chairmanship of Mullah Abdul Ghani Baradar Akhund, Deputy PM for Economic
Affairs.

During the meeting, the proposal for the construction of the Gulbahar Residential and Commercial Township was
discussed by the relevant institutions. The plan was approved in principle, taking into account urban development and
economic value, and a committee was appointed under the leadership of the Deputy PM for Economic Affair to carry
out technical studies.

The committee was assigned to conduct detailed assessments on all technical, economic, social, and environmental
aspects and to submit its report to the esteemed office of the Deputy PM for Economic Affairs within three months.
For the construction of the Gulbahar Residential and Commercial Township, the private sector has expressed interest
in investing approximately 8 billion US dollars.

The project will be developed over 11,000 jeribs of land and, in addition to providing housing for tens of thousands of
citizens, will create thousands of job opportunities.

The Deputy Prime Minister for Administrative Affairs,
Mawlavi Abdul Salam Hanafi, conducted an extensive
official tour to several provinces, including Balkh, Sar-e-
Pul, Jawzjan, Faryab, and Samangan, where he inspected
development projects, met with local authorities, scholars,
and residents, and delivered key addresses on governance,
development, and education.

During his visit to Balkh Province, the Deputy Prime
Minister inspected the Martyrs’ Park and the progress of
the Qosh Tepa Canal. At the Martyrs’ Memorial, he
offered prayers and emphasized that the Islamic system
is the result of immense sacrifices made by scholars,
Qur’an reciters, Mujahideen, and various segments of
Afghan society.

Dr. Mullah Abdul Wasi, Chief of Staff of the Office of
the Prime Minister, held a meeting with Mr. Gaziz
Akbasov, Ambassador of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
at the Arg;

At the outset, the Ambassador highlighted the
longstanding and cordial relations between Kazakhstan
and Afghanistan, noting that his country places high
priority on further strengthening these ties, regarding
Afghanistan as its second home.

He stated that the current annual trade volume between

...well-structured system for communicating government
activities, conveying facts to the public, and countering
enemy propaganda. He described the Parmakhtag
Website as a reliable reference for presenting government
achievements.

He further stated that the website serves as an information
bank for accurate data and the official position of the
government, and called on the media for comprehensive
cooperation.

Following him, the Spokesperson of the Islamic Emirate,
Mawlavi Zabihullah Mujahid, stated that the Government
Media and Information Center of the Spokesperson’s
Office has established a comprehensive information
bank and source for systematically publishing accurate
informationregarding the Islamic Emirate’sachievements,
developments, and activities, ensuring media access.

He added that these initiatives will help counter enemy
propaganda and enable the assessment of the Islamic
Emirate’s achievements on a monthly, quarterly, and
annual basis.

Mujahid further stated that officials and spokespersons
of government institutions should support this process
by sharing relevant information and achievements with
GMIC, and that the media should utilize it as a reliable
source. He emphasized the importance of consultation,
feedback, and cooperation with the Government Media
and Information Center for the success of the
Parmakhtag Website, countering propaganda, and
improving information dissemination.

Later, Sheikh Noorulhaq Anwar, Director General of
the Office of Administrative Affairs, explained the
simplification of administrative procedures for public
responsiveness, stating that these measures have reduced
time wastage, minimized corruption, and enhanced
transparency. He also called on the media to identify
institutional responsibilities accurately.

Subsequently, Deputy Minister of Culture and
Information, Mawlavi Atiqullah Azizi, appreciated the

Center in reflecting the achievements of government
institutions and facilitating access to accurate information.
He stressed that instead of secrecy or silence, timely and
precise information should be shared with the media and
the public.

Highlighting the importance of media in the modern era,
he stated that through strong, transparent, and effective
use of media, efforts must be made to prevent adversaries
from undermining the country’s achievements or creating
a gap between the government and the people.
Chairman of the Association of Independent Journalists
of Afghanistan, Hujatullah Mujaddedi, expressed
gratitude for the effective, institutional, and strategic
support provided by Islamic Emirate officials to the
media sector, stating that media activities are now
conducted in an organized and lawful manner in
accordance with journalistic principles.

Representing  journalists, ~Faridullah Mohammadi,
Director of Tolo News, stated that the media have
fulfilled their national responsibility in safeguarding
national interests and urged the government to further
reduce the gap with the media by sharing timely
information.

The Ambassador also conveyed Kazakhstan’s readiness
to invest in Afghanistan’s mining sector. Furthermore, he
expressed Kazakhstan’s interest in investing in key railway
projects, including the Torghundi—Herat and Kandahar—
Spin Boldak railway lines. He noted that Kazakhstan is
fully prepared to invest up to USD 500 million in these
projects and underscored the importance of advancing
their implementation.

In addition, he stated that Kazakhstan, as an economic
partner, has authorized the export of oil and
pharmaceuticals to Afghanistan, emphasizing that this
step will contribute to further expansion of bilateral

trade.

In response, Dr. Mullah Abdul Wasi welcomed the
Ambassador and expressed appreciation for his efforts
in promoting and strengthening bilateral relations
between the two countties.

He further noted that the improvement of security in
Afghanistan has created a conducive environment for
economic growth and investment, and that the Islamic
Emirate considers this opportunity a key priority in its
pursuit of national self-reliance.

In conclusion, he assured that all matters discussed
during the meeting will be diligently followed up to
ensure the achievement of desired outcomes.

These cases were reviewed following the receipt of reports, thorough investigations, and close coordination with religious
scholars and tribal elders. As a result, 10 women were released from abusive conditions and their legitimate Sharia rights

were secured.

Officials of the Ministry emphasized that safeguarding women’s Islamic rights and preventing any form of oppression
and violence within the family, based on Islamic Sharia, is among their key priorities. They further stated that no

individual or group will be allowed to commit oppression or violence against women contrary to Islamic rulings, and in

case of violations, appropriate Sharia-based action will be taken against offenders.

...He stressed that Afghanistan has now entered a phase
of peace and stability, with general amnesty declared
and development projects underway nationwide.
Emphasizing the importance of education, he called on
universities to focus on practical fields such as
agriculture, computer science, and engineering, and to
enhance the capacity of both teachers and students.
He urged students to take responsibility for the country’s
future and not rely on external assistance for progress
and reconstruction.

During his visit to Jawzjan, the Deputy Prime Minister
inspected a Jihadi Madrasa, where he met with teachers
and students. He encouraged students to make effective
use of available educational opportunities, respect their
teachers, and pursue both religious and modern
sciences.

At Jawzjan University, he addressed a large gathering of
scholars, community leaders, and students. He described
Afghanistan as having moved beyond conflict and now
requiring development through knowledge and
expertise. He assured continued support for academic
institutions and highlighted ongoing development
projects in the province, including road construction,
electricity transmission, and the establishment of
healthcare facilities.

He also noted that efforts are underway to address
water shortages through projects such as the Sultan
Ibrahim Dam and the extension of the Qosh Tepa
Canal.

In Faryab Province, the Deputy Prime Minister met
with local authorities, religious scholars, and community
elders. Participants welcomed his visit and highlighted
key public needs, including employment opportunities,
education, healthcare services, and development
projects.

In response, he emphasized that ensuring public welfare
and security is a core responsibility of the Islamic
Emirate and instructed local officials to address public
concerns effectively. He also stressed the importance of
unity and cooperation among all segments of society as
a prerequisite for development.

During his visit to Samangan, the Deputy Prime
Minister met with the provincial governor and local
scholars. Discussions focused on public service delivery,
infrastructure development, and community needs.
