The detailed plan for the Chamqala Industrial Park in

Transmission Line

Deputy Prime Minister for Economic Affairs, Mullah
Abdul Ghani Baradar Akhund, met with representatives
of the Afghan Invest Private Company.

Company officials reported that the extension of the
500-kilovolt power transmission line from Sheberghan
to Dasht-e Alwan and the expansion of the Alwan
substation are nearing completion and are expected to
become operational within the next four months.
They also noted progress in the exploration of the
second block of the lead and zinc mine in Tolak District
of Ghor Province and pledged to complete the
remaining work on schedule with the assistance of
Afghan and foreign specialists.

The Deputy Prime Minister praised the company’s
efforts and emphasized the importance of constructing
a processing plant and securing the necessary electricity
supply for full-scale mineral processing operations.
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
