He emphasized the
need for increasing diplomatic, political, and
economic relations between the two brotherly
and Muslim nations.

Minister of Foreign Affairs, Dr. Seyed Abbas
Araghchi,
historical, religious, and economic ties between
Iran and Afghanistan, expressed satisfaction
over the widespread security that has been
established in Afghanistan after four decades.
He noted that the high-level acceptance of
diplomats and the maintenance of relations
reflect Iran’s strong ties with the Islamic
Emirate of Afghanistan.

The Prime Minister addressed the ongoing
reports of Afghan refugees being arrested and
mistreated in Iran, stating that the execution of
Afghan nationals occasionally generates public
outcry.

Official statistics from the Ministry indicate that
work is currently in progress on more than 570 telecommunication sites nationwide, with

The Herat-Khawat railway plays a crucial role

The fourth phase,
which spans over 90 kilometers, is divided
into two sections. The first section is now
80% complete, and construction on the final
section, which extends to the Herat Industrial
Park, commenced six months ago.
